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Questions for individual study, small group Bible studies, and LIFE Groups:

1. Paul describes Timothy as “genuinely concerned” for others’ welfare. Who has modeled this kind of Christlike concern in your life, and how can you reflect that same concern toward others this week?

2. Timothy consistently sought the interests of Christ instead of his own. What practical steps can you take to shift from asking, “What do I want?” to “Lord, what do You want?” in your daily decisions?


3. Epaphroditus shows us that spiritual maturity is not about titles but about faithfulness in service. In what unseen or humble ways are you serving, or considering to serve, Christ and His people?


4. Paul calls Epaphroditus a brother, fellow worker, fellow soldier, messenger, and minister. Which of these descriptions do you most identify with right now, and which do you sense God wants to grow in your life?


5. Epaphroditus risked his life for the gospel and was honored for his devotion. What are some ways God might be calling you to take risks—whether with your time, resources, or reputation—for the sake of Christ and His church?


6. Paul, Timothy, and Epaphroditus each modeled different traits of maturity. What are some ways Christians manifest their faith in Jesus Christ that encourage other people? What legacy are you building today?
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
