Just hours earlier, Jesus had prayed with unwavering confidence in 
John 17:4, “I have glorified You on the earth, having accomplished the work which You have given Me to do.” 
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2. The passion on the cross	19:18–27
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Psalm 22:16–18	For dogs have surrounded me; A band of evildoers has encompassed me; They pierced my hands and my feet. 17I can count all my bones. They look, they stare at me; 18They divide my garments among them, And for my clothing they cast lots. 
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3. The provision because of the cross	19:28–30
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Three truths to treasure from the triumph of “Tetelestai”:

1. Jesus completed all righteousness

Matthew 5:17  “Do not think that I came to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I did not come to abolish but to fulfill. 

2. Jesus covered all the penalty of our sin


3. Jesus conquered all on our behalf


Hebrews 12:2–3	fixing our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of faith, who for the joy set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. 
3For consider Him who has endured such hostility by sinners against Himself, so that you will not grow weary and lose heart. 


The focus of a Christian’s faith is Jesus Christ and His finished work on the cross.
